RECIPE OF THE MONTH:
FUN PUMPKIN HERMITS

Ingredients:

2/3 cup whole wheat flour

2/3 cup all purpose flour

1/3 tsp baking soda

1/3 tsp sea salt

2 tsp ground cinnamon

14 tsp fresh ground nutmeg

14 tsp ground cloves

1/4 cup sucanat or agave nectar

1 cup pumpkin puree

/2 cup applesauce

/2 cup safflower oil

3-4 egg whites, whipped til stiff peaks form

1 Y2 cups chopped dates

1 cup raw pumpkin seeds

Directions:

Pre heat oven to 375 degrees.

In a large mixing bowl, combine agave nectar,
pumpkin puree, whipped egg whites, apple
sauce and safflower oil. Beat until all ingredi-
ents are well blended.

Combine wet and dry ingredients. Add chopped
dates and pumpkin seeds. Mix until all ingredi-
ents are evenly distributed.

Line a cookie sheet with parchment paper. Drop
cookie dough onto baking sheet with a table-
spoon.

Bake for 10-15 minutes or until golden brown
and firm.
